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Balance: Brazil is collective and individual spotlight in the 15th World University Futsal Championship

Goiás says goodbye to the 15th edition of the World University Futsal Championship revering the male and female Brazilian teams, who raised the trophies in their fifth time winning, this Sunday, the 10th of July. The elected as the best players in the tournament are also Brazilians, as well as the artilleries in their categories: Renata Adamatti, with 15 goals, and Johnny Gomes, with 9 goals.

"I am very happy to have won the title in the revenge against Russia and also for being elected as the best player. I have to thank the people from Goiás, who received us so well and came to cheer for us at the gym", said Johnny, who is saying goodbye to the university team this year. "I conclude with my third title and second artillery."

Positive results

The Brazilian state of Goiás received, for nine days, more than 430 athletes and members of 22 delegations from 16 countries. In all, 55 games were held in Goiânia Arena Gym and International Gym Newton de Faria, in Goiânia and Anápolis, with 407 goals scored.

For the Secretary of Education, Culture and Sports, Raquel Teixeira, the championship showed that Goiás is prepared to host major competitions. "The logistics worked well, all the state agencies were involved in the organization and contributed to everything went well. I highlight the technical quality of the teams and, the best of all, was to celebrate Brazil's results", she summarized. "It was a public success and an example of organization. Goiás also showed good luck", said the sport superintendent of the Secretariat, Junior Vieira.

After delivering the medals to the champions at the ending ceremony, the president of the Organizing Committee of the championship in Goiás, Lusimar Santos, told about the details of the backstages and remembered that Goiânia won Shanghai (China) to host the tournament. "We registered interest in 2012 and were years presenting projects and showing our ability to receive the WUF. Everything went well and now we make an extremally positive balance."

The 15th World University Fustal Championship was even praised by all participating countries. "The feedback we have had from the delegations shows we had here the best edition ever held in the university futsal. This has already begun before the ball rolling with the large number of countries interested in participating. An event of this size is very important to help fighting against the culture of the athlete who does not study. They study, play sports and are preparing theirselfes to be leaders tomorrow", said the president of the Brazilian Confederation of University Sports (CBDU) and vice president of the International University Sports Federation (Fisu), Luciano Cabral.

The Fair Play title, in both male and female categories, was won by the team of New Zealand. At the other side, the male team of Germany made the largest number of faults, with 41 in total, plus nine yellow cards and two red cards.
